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Communities Names for Tuberculosis 
BEMWG Mission Statement is to improve the quality of health and social care for BAMER communities, work proactively to reduce the existing health inequalities and to ensure that BAMER communities receive the type of services that are accessible and culturally appropriate to their needs.  To achieve that BEMWG launched the project “Embracing Diversity” as an open end project that respond to the growing demand of BAMER communities in terms of health and social care.  Through this project BEMWG produced Cultural Competency Toolkit and now to launch this initiative alternative communities name for Tuberculosis.    
It was reported that TB cases has reached a 30-year high and 40% of the recorded cases are in London. There were 9,040 new cases in 2009 in the UK, the highest figure since 1979 when there were 9,266 cases in England and Wales alone. The Health Protection Agency (HPA) data shows that the number of TB cases resistant to first-line treatment has almost doubled in the past decade. The office for National Statistics figures for 2008 showed there were 334 deaths in England and Wales where TB was the underlying cause. TB is preventable and treatable but it could be life threatening if it is not dealt with.  Thus this initiative is driven by these facts rise and because the increase of tuberculosis is evident among BAMER communities.  Dr Simon Tanner, London's director of public health, said: "This is not something we want to see happening. This is a disease that should not be around in the 21st century."

Being concerned with the increase of TB among BAMER communities prompts BEMWG to engage on increasing service accessibility to the wider community.  Because Tuberculosis have different names within different communities BEMWG decided to make TB familiar for service users thus they can identify one self to TB which will increase the uptake of the service. We thought of producing this simple list to raise the awareness of it. We believe it will make a difference in terms of accessibility individuals will find it easier to relate to the symptoms this will lead to positive action and increase the uptake of the service.  The list provides alternative name for Tuberculosis on different BAMER communities’ languages and we hope that both professional and practitioners find it useful
