· Lloyds TSB for 2 years to run a community advocacy project there by we can reach individuals at grass root level. 

· Awards For All to produce an Handbook “Practical Health and social care Guide” In order to tackle some of the issues facing BAMER Communities like Malaria, TB. Also to encourage BAMER communities to register on the bone marrow register.
